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During the past year we visited and presented at Zan women's centre in Dura near 

Hebron. Two of our members talked to nurses and doctors at a training workshop in Bethany and 
another two ladies talked to nurses in a workshop held at Bethlehem University,  sponsored by the US-
Middle East Partnership for Breast Cancer Awareness and Research. The Rural Development Society in 
Jericho requested our participation in a lecture which focused on early detection, in November 2009.  
 
The local media has been interested in our work, trying to reach women as affectively as possible. PNN 
(Palestine News Network) and radio Alam (Hebron University) broadcast 'live' interviews with the 
Coordinator and survivors.
